Actuator mounting and wiring: (SHAVED-2-ACT)

The actuators are to be mounted in the vehicles doors either vertically or horizontally. Mount
the motors vertically so that the motors face upward so there is less of a chance for water to
condensate inside the actuator. They are to be attached to the latch in the same position as
the exterior door handie (see diagram). The actuators have two wires and can push or pull
depending on how you mount them in the door (see table below).
